[Abstract] As a construction concerning subjective judgment,

“shi ge NP”

and modal adverb “zhen” forms a new structure “zhen shi ge NP” .

Semantically, the structure expresses the speaker’ s subjective evaluation; structurally, it exhibits the tendency of entrenchment.Through analysis

of corpus data, this paper investigates the characteristics of NP in this structure, the way it severs independent evaluative structure and its

distributive features and, lastly, the way its subjectivity is realized.
