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Pre-reading:

(1 period)

Guide the students to learn some skills to get
the information about the book.Help the students
understand the whole novel better.
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While-reading: (1 period)

Using Chapter 1 A different life as an example

1.Let the students read and write down the main
idea of Chapter 1.Encourage the students to read
independently first.Then they can exchange their

ideas with the group members
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2.Guide the students to feel the conflicts while
they are reading.And tell them conflicts can push
the plots to go on and wonderful conflicts make a
wonderful story

3.Guide the students to enjoy the beauty of the
language. Introduce some figures of speech to the
students. And let them try to use them.
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Post-reading: (2 periods)

After reading the whole story, the students
should share the story in the following parts

Part 1: Characters

1. Present the characters in the story, and let
the students choose the main characters.

2. Talk about the personalities of the main
characters in the story
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Part 2: Plot:

1. Ask the students to find out the climax of
the story.Tell the students to pay attention to the
rising actions, the climax and falling actions of a
wonderful story

2.Divide fifteen chapters into four parts, that
is, the background, the development, the climax and
ending.

3.Find out the conflicts in the parts of the
different lives between the village life and city
life. Then ask the students to find out as many
conflicts as they can in the following chapters.

4. Show the ending of the story.Ask the students
to think about the reasons for a sad beginning but a
happy ending.Let the students discuss in groups and
express their own ideas.
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Part 3: Language

1.Show two passages which the teacher likes
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best. Guide the students to feel the beauty of the
language. Let the students read these passages aloud
with emotion and feel the feelings at that moment

2.Let the students share the descriptions which
impress them most.Let them tell the whole class the
reason.

3.Ask the students to try to have an imitation
writing.
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Part 4: Theme

1. Ask the students to talk about the theme of the
book. The students should use two or three examples
from the story to support his or her idea

2. Talk about the three themes of the story—-
kindness and love, care for people around us, pets
are our friends.Which is the main theme of the story?
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
