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On October 1, 1959, Nanhu revolutionary memorial
hall was officially opened to the outside world.In
1992, Nanhu became a tourist scenic spot. In 2020, Nanhu
revolutionary memorial hall was selected into the” list
of the fourth batch of national first-class museums”
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Since its opening, Shen Junru memorial hall, based
on its own special functions, serves education, faces
the general audience, especially young students, and
plays a better social education function.On July 10,
2000, Jiaxing Municipal Party committee and government
officially announced that Shen Junru memorial hall is
Jiaxing patriotism education base
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
